Specifically, it strives to
inspire audience members to become co-creators with the Divine and caregivers of Mother Earth
in the new Eon. The core element that will be the main focus of our production at the Greensboro
Fringe Theatre Festival draws from the mythic love story between Eros, the god of love and Psyche,
the soul of humanity.
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
